1982: First tutorials held at the Gallery.

1983: 21 years old and celebrated at the
Hotel Queanbeyan.

1990: By now two exhibitions held per
year.

1993: Numbers had dwindled, a time for
renewal. President Phil Grienke
introduced events including recreational
painting, social fellowship, education,
demonstrations by working artists and
discussion nights on painting techniques.
Life drawing classes were conducted twice
weekly. Numbers rose from 5 to 70
members in three months.

Jill Grienke regularly wrote articles for
publication in the Queanbeyan Age.

The cottage now supports a full program
of art activities, more wall space, bigger
